New York fireman Richard Picciotto led a group of firefighters to the
36th floor of the north tower of the World Trade Center shortly after
the terrorist attacks on 11 September 2001 - and survived. He was
literally the last man down the stairwell and instrumental in helping
survivors escape. His voice is one of the few that speaks for the
thousands who died - from the stance of really being there.
